Directions to Briarwood 

Detour Notice: 

Due to some much 

needed repair to    

Copper Canyon Rd 

there is a  detour in 

place that allows you to get here. 

From the 2499/ FM 407 intersection, 

travel North 2.8 miles, just over the 

Poindexter Branch of Lake Lewisville to 

Orchid Hill Rd, head West on Orchid Hill 

for 1.8 miles where it T’s into Copper   

Canyon Rd.  Follow Copper Canyon Rd 

South 1.7 miles until you reach Briarwood 

on your left side. 

Directions from I35E 

Exit I35-E at FM 407.  Take FM 407 west 

approximately 3.5 miles to FM 2499.  Turn 

right on 2499 and follow the detour.   

Directions from I35W 

Exit I35-W at FM 407 (exit 76). Travel East 

on FM407. FM 407 makes a sharp right 

hand turn (at the FM 1830 intersection). 

At this intersection head North, left turn, 

on FM 1830 to Hickory Hill Road and turn 

right.  Follow Hickory Hill road until it 

merges onto Copper Canyon Rd.  Continue 

South on Copper Canyon about two miles 

until you reach Briarwood on your Left.
